Lighthouse Launches
Multi-Dimensional
Therapeutic Foster Care

Beginning in February 2010, Lighthouse Youth
Services has expanded foster care services to
include Multi-Dimensional Therapeutic Foster
Care (MTFC), a new type of treatment for
teens with severe behavioral problems. The
MTFC model is offered to youth ages 12-18 in
the custody of the county Children’s Services

as an alternative to more costly
residential treatment placements.
The goal of this evidence-based best
practice program is stabilization and
reunification with a parent, relative,
or other permanent caregiver.

Chafee Bill Remembered

Close friends of Lighthouse Youth Services will remember
the triumph of the 1999 Chafee Bill signing which provided
significant improvements for youth aging out of foster care.
Funding from the bill revved up life skill training, created
effective after-care services, and allowed better support to the
young adults starting out independently.

Kristy Jo Frazier, a former Lighthouse client of the
Independent Living Program (ILP), had the privilege of speak-
ing at the signing ten years ago, and returned to Washington
D.C. for the 10th anniversary. There is much to celebrate in
the years since the Chafee Bill took effect: Medicaid has been
extended to former foster children until age 21 and a $5,000
scholarship eases the burden of a college education.

In December, Kristy returned to Lighthouse, the place that
gave her support when there was no one else. At age 17,
Kristy was no longer in foster care, and was on her own.
Thanks to the ILP program at Lighthouse, she received life
skill classes that helped her learn to cook, clean, budget, use
public transportation, and face everyday challenges.

Today, Kristy is a 30-something mother of two, a loving wife
to a fire captain, and a successful college student. She credits
Lighthouse Youth Services and former Independent Living

Program Director Mark Kroner for making her resilient and

independent.

The Lighthouse Independent Living Program model and its
training manual have been copied throughout the country.
Many counties and states have found the program to save
funds, and have learned what we have: a little help toward
independence allows disadvantaged youth to become fully
responsible, contributing adults in our communities.

MTEFC foster parents are recruited, trained and
supported to become part of the treatment team.
They provide close supervision and implement a
structured, individualized program for each youth.
In addition, foster parents participate in group
support meetings weekly, and have access to
program staff’ 24 hours a day, seven days a week.
